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How does remembering Jesus’ Jewishness affect Christian approaches to suffering? For 

centuries, Christians have found comfort in associating their own suffering with that of 

Jesus. But what happens when Christians remember Jesus as a Jew who suffered? Barbara 

Meyer explores this question in dialogue with Jewish and Christian voices critical of the
